Chief May reported that January has been busy thus far. The Fire Department has responded
to 56 calls since January 1%, including a structure fire on Hudon Street on January 4™,

Karen VanCleave asked if the Tribe had signed a MOU with the Fire Department. She noted
that at the December 39 Community Meeting some tribe members had spoken about meaning
to get in touch with the Fire Department. Currently there still isn’t a signed MOU.

Irene May reported that she, Bob May and Pamela Grant attended the Cassel Community
Meeting regarding the newly adopted SOI. She stated that most of the issues are actually with
the Shasta LAFCO decision, not with Burney Fire Protection District.



Chief May said that at the meeting, they explained the process again and emphasized that the
ultimate decision rests with this Fire District Board. He said that disinformation has been so
prevalent. An SOl is a planning document. It is a non-issue in any other way.
